


1. WRITE letter names for the top and bottom notes. Then write the interval’s general name.  

 

2. WRITE the key signature for the bottom note of each interval. 

3. WRITE a shortened major scale for the bottom note. Write the scale only up to the letter 

name of the top note of the interval. 

4. Under the interval, WRITE “M”, for major, if the top note of the shortened scale matches the 

top note of the interval, OR WRITE “NM”, for not major, if the top note of the shortened scale 

does not match the top note of the interval.  

 



5. IDENTIFY these intervals as major (M) or not major (NM). 

 

6. WRITE major intervals above the given note. 

 

7. IDENTIFY the interval on the right side of each problem: 

8. WRITE a major interval above the note on the left.
